The sorrow through the overall piece always follows psychological
anxiety, and in the end, with the sorrow colored by wvarious
impressions, it fades out into the darkness that exists in the depth

of invisible despair and lonesomeness.

Hidekazu Yasuda

Hidekazu Yasuda was born in 1989 in Miyazaki City, Miyazaki Prefecture in Japan.

He started Piano lessons at Yamaha Piano School at the age of 3, and then proceeded to Yamaha
Master Class in Tokyo. He entered to Toho Gakuen Music High School and studied in Soloist Diploma
course., At the age of 18, unanimously approved, he entered to Conservatoire national supérieur de
musique et de danse de Paris as the top successful candidate.

He is currently enrolled in the master's degree and studying under Professor Jacques Rouvier,
Susumu Aoyagi and Hideomi Matsumura.

In 2001, he participated at Festival d'Auvers-sur-QOise in France.

In 2002, he was awarded the Grand-Prix at the Junior Division and won the special award for the
best performance of classical works at the 6th Vladimir Krainev International Competition for Young
Pianists in Ukraine. He performed at the gala concerts of the competition, held at Moscow
Conservatory Grand Hall in Russia and Grand Hall Kiev in Ukraine. Also, he performed at the Unicef
Charity Concert at Orchard Hall in Tokyo.

In 2003, He was awarded the prize for the most honored student of Miyvazaki prefecture, and the prize
of education, culture and sports of Miyazaki City. Also, he performed at Yamaha Master Class
Summer Concert, held at Duke's Hall of Royal Academy of Music in England.

In 2004, he held his own piano concert at Mignon Hall in Osaka. He also participated in the 9th
International Competition for Young Pianists in Ettlingen in Germany and won the third prize at
Category B in the age of 14.

In 20086, he held his own piano recital at Mignon Hall in Osaka and Meguro Persimmon hall in Tokyo.

In 2007, he participated in the 12th Hamamatsu International Piano Academy and at the competition
he won the fourth prize. At the 1st Yokohama Piano Competition, he won the first prize, Miyake
Family prize, and Yamaha prize. In August, he performed at the gala concert of this competition in
Yamate Gaiety Theatre Hall in Yokohama.

In 2008, he performed at the promenade concert of high school of Toho Gakuen Music Division. The
whole audience listened to his performance with rapt attention. In august 2008, he held his own
recitals at Shintomi Cultural Hall and Miyazaki Albright Hall. He released the CD which was live-
recorded at the recitals.

In 2009, with the recommendation, he performed at "the Concert of young talented pianists in Japan"
promoted by Maison de la culture du Japon a Paris.

In 2010, he played as a soloist with Polish Silesian Philharmonic Orchestra which was conducted
under Mirostaw Blaszcezyk, at [zumi hall in Osaka in March and at the concert hall in Katowice in
October. He held his own piano recitals in Nara, Tokyo Sumida Triphony Hall and Mignon Hall in
Osaka.

In 2011, he performed at "the Charity Concert for students studying music abroad", which Centre
Culturel Franco-Japonais promoted as a charity project of 2011 Tohoku earthquake occurred in
